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How do I enter?

2. Celebrate: (age 9-12) How do you Celebrate nature? Examples: attending a
community event, creating a piece of art, going for a picnic.

3. Protect: (age 13-18) How do you Protect nature? Examples: building/setting
traps, planting trees, picking up rubbish.

4. Remember: (age 18+) How do you Remember nature? Examples: revisiting a
place from your childhood, sharing your experiences in nature.
