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NOKU TE AO ki Te Pā

Lateness Policy

Rationale:

Tamariki should be able to depend on their mātua to collect them on time. The emotional well‑being of a tamaiti is affected when they feel that they have been left behind.
As of 16 October 2017, Nōku Te Ao ki Te Pā closes at 3.00 pm. 

Purpose:

To ensure that staff and tamariki are not inconvenienced by the lateness of Mātua.

Guidelines/Procedures:

Mātua who are late to pick up their tamariki will be fined $20.00 for the first 15 minutes and the cost per hour of overtime for the 2 kaiako who are left behind to look after the tamaiti after that. 

Mātua who are consistently late in picking up their tamaiti will be spoken to by the Kaiako.
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
