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What are the theological foundations of bicultural partnership? Te Pouhere, the constitution of the Anglican Church in Aotearoa, New Zealand and Polynesia, names partnership and bicultural development as an undergirding principle. Following the 2017 conference on Te Pouhere, St Johns College in Auckland invites papers that reflect on the nature of partnership. Papers are invited that draw from a range of theological disciplines: biblical, systematic, historical, pastoral, and contextual. Te Pouhere and the Anglican church is the primary context, but we welcome papers that offer a broader framework. Publication of selected papers is planned.
