e Tieoptional but required to be bought if representing school

DHS skort, skirt, shorts or trousers

DHS shirt (options available)

DHS hoodie/jersey

Years 10 - 13 DHS blazer optional but required if representing the school (can be hired)

DHS outer jacket (Macpac softshell or puffer with DHS crest)

PE uniform (years 7 - 10):
e Sports socks
e Plain black shorts
e DHSPE T-shirt
