Our teachers will ring around families that we don’t receive the information from. It is important that we get this information to the Ministry of Education by Monday the 6th April. In regard to the actions the Ministry will take, please see their latest communication below;
This is a big job being delivered at pace and there are some immediate constraints around the stock of equipment in the country, which will be addressed progressively. Not everyone who needs them will get Internet access and digital devices at the same time. We will need to prioritise and reach students and households in tranches over time – with an initial focus on connecting students in senior secondary school working towards NCEA and those with greatest need due to disadvantage. Where we are unable to immediately connect a household with the Internet and/or get a device to a student, we will be working with schools to provide hard‑copy learning materials direct to homes.
