[bookmark: _GoBack]Potato Growing Competition Information and Rules 2019
You have one seed potato and a numbered black bag to match your ticket number.
Morton Smith-Dawe have assisted us with the potato tubers again this year.  “Haylo” is a new early potato which matures at 80-90 days, it’s a great all round potato with good flavour, for roasting, boiling, wedges & chips.
The idea is to grow your potatoes in this black bag using your own special mixture of soil and fertiliser and watering it as often as you wish.
Sit your potato somewhere warm and light to produce a strong sprout before planting. Check out http://www.gardeningknowhow.com/edible/vegetables/potato/sprouting-seed-potatoes.htm
To plant, ¼ fill the black bag with soil/compost
Mix in any fertiliser, i.e. blood and bone
Place the seed potato slightly pressed into the soil in the centre of the bag, and then cover the seed potato with soil. This will ½ fill the bag.  (shoots facing up)
As the plant grows up and out of the soil you keep covering it up still leaving the top leaves above the soil.  

Just a basic idea of where to start!








RULES:
· The potatoes must be grown in the numbered bag as provided.
· The whole bag with the plant in it needs to be brought to school on weigh in day.
· We tip the plant and soil out of the bag and just weigh the potatoes.  You get to take your potatoes home and keep the black bag for growing in at home also. 

Weigh in day will be Wednesday 11 December 2019.
