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· Children are involved in netball for their enjoyment, not yours.  Keep it fun, encourage, and be supportive after all it’s about the development of the children. At the end of the day it’s not the ANZ Champs .

· Recognise and value the importance of coaches and other volunteers’  who give their time and resources to provide Netball they deserve support.

· Let coaches do the coaching.  Be enthusiastic and supportive but don’t scream and shout instructions from the side lines. Enjoy and watch the players’ development and decision making improve each week.

· Lead by example, applaud and acknowledge good play by players on both teams.

· Allow children to play, make decisions on and off the court.  Children learn by taking risks and making mistakes, encourage and support this.

· Think before you speak your words may harm others.

· Support the removal of verbal and physical abuse from the game.

· Encourage children to play to the rules and respect umpires’ decisions, they are human and can make mistakes. Without them we would not have a game.

· If you disagree with an official, raise the issue via the appropriate channels rather than question the official’s judgment and honesty in public.

· Teach children that effort and trying hard is as important as victory, so that the result of each game is accepted without undue disappointment.
