	The Social Transformation Committee (a Committee of the Diocesan Council) has limited funds available for social housing for the aged, which are those over 65. Where the housing is not for the aged, you would have to show how they would benefit. However,  projects can benefit any/all people, regardless of values, religion, gender, etc.  

· “Social housing” means accommodation provided at affordable rates, on a secure basis, to people on low incomes or with particular needs. 
· Any grant made is intended as a contribution only to projects and does not guarantee ongoing funding.  
· All involved in dealing with the public must have been police checked. 
· For aged care work the Anglican Church must be involved in the governance of the project. 
· Responsibility for payment of any employee/consultant remains that of the applicant. 
· Where the applicant is a parish or similar, it may need to consider whether a faculty application is also needed and whether the two applications could be combined (discuss this with the Registrar). 
· If a loan is proposed, so that funds can be used later by others, please indicate how this will be repaid. 

On receipt of your application, the following process takes place:

· It is reviewed by the SJC according to project funding criteria (see below), who make a recommendation to the Diocesan Council on if a full or part grant should be given, including the funding source this will come from.
· This recommendation is taken to the full Diocesan Council for consideration.
· A decision to support the grant or to decline it is given by Diocesan Council and relayed to the SJC to communicate back to the applicant. This may include the rationale for the decision made, and /or an opportunity for the applicant to resubmit their application or give any further information or clarification in person.
· Any further correspondence around this can be made to the Diocesan Council via the Registrar, who can review their decision in the light of any new developments. Any decision made at this point is final (the applicant is free to reapply during any future funding rounds).
