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Noku Te Ao
Pandemic Plan for Nōku Te Ao
Rationale:

Nōku Te Ao needs to be prepared for the event of a pandemic.
Purpose:

To ensure that all Trustees, Kaiako and Whanau are aware of procedures in the event of a pandemic.

Procedures:

Before a pandemic:

Nōku Te Ao will communicate to whanau via panui and hand-outs  planning recommended for a pandemic. 
In the event of a pandemic in New Zealand Nōku Te Ao will follow these recommendations:-

All tamariki and kaiako will adhere strictly to the handwashing routines as set out by the Ministry of Health which is to spend at least 20 seconds washing all surfaces of the hands and will dry hands thoroughly using paper towels.
All kaiako and tamariki with any symptoms of illness will be immediately isolated and sent home.

If the Ministry of Health closes the centre all whanau and kaiako will be informed as soon as possible. A message informing the caller of the closure and the reasons why will be recorded on the answerphone and a note shall be attached to the door stating the same.
When the centre is informed by the Ministry of Health about re-opening it shall be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected and all those concerned will be informed of the re-opening date.
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
