Dear Parents/Caregivers

Tēnā tātou i raro i te maru o Ngāi Tahu.  Ngā mihi nui ki a koutou katoa.   As-salamu alaykum.    Hola.  Talofa.  Kon’nichiwa.  Kamusta.  Nĭ hău.  Namastee.  Magandang hapon. 

Welcome to Term 2.  This time last year we were returning from lock down and remote learning with restrictions on many of our sporting and planned trips.   As we get organised for our senior winter programme this term, we realise that it has been two years since our students were able to participate in extra-curricula sport and compete with other schools.  We know they are looking forward to this experience. 

In the past week we have noticed the seasonal change with darker mornings, cooler temperatures and weather that can be very different throughout the day.  From now on, we make plans for postponements for outside events in case the weather is not suitable.   On Tuesday this week we were pleased that the afternoon turned out to be warm and fine so that our Year 5-8 cross-country event could take place as planned.   

At this time of the year we have noticed that there is an increase in lost property, with children taking off layers as the day warms up.   If clothing is named clearly, it is much easier to return items to the children. 

One of the things we have learnt from COVID-19 is that we can greatly reduce the spread of winter colds and viruses by staying home when we are sick.   This is something we want to continue so that as few people as possible are affected.   Please keep children at home if they are unwell, particularly with any respiratory illnesses - colds, sore throats, coughs and asthma.   If your child is unwell at school, we will ask you to collect them.

We thought this was a great way to demonstrate our school value - SHARE.   We were so pleased the fruit was able to be used rather than wasted.  
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Junior Building: 
Work has continued with the construction team now heading towards completion near the end of June.   The junior team has worked so well in their temporary places, however they are looking forward to returning to the building with the improved acoustics and lighting.   We love seeing parents gathering by the gardens at the end of the day, and making use of the seats and tables.   We encourage you to keep using this area once the juniors return to their building and arrange for them to meet you there.  

Teacher Only Days  -  Thursday 3 and Friday 4 June: 
On Thursday 3 and Friday 4 June, school will be closed for our staff to undertake professional learning.   Our focus is on curriculum work with an emphasis on Reading.  Teaching strategies are continually evolving and it is important for us to keep up to date.  Teacher only days enable us to work in depth, develop new ways of teaching and plan changes to our learning programmes.  Monday, 7 June is Queen’s Birthday holiday so children will return to school on Tuesday, 8 June. 

Ako Meetings  -  for Parents/Caregivers, Students and Teachers:
These meetings will take place on Wednesday 23 June, 2:15-5:30pm and Thursday 24 June, 3:15-7:30pm.   The Board of Trustees has approved school finishing at the earlier time of 2:00pm on Wednesday, 23 June to allow the meetings to begin at 2:15pm.

This is the opportunity for you, and your child, to meet with your child’s teacher to discuss their learning progress.   We encourage you to attend these meetings to find out how your child is progressing, to have input to their next learning goals and what you can do at home. A notice explaining how to book a meeting time online will be sent home on Thursday, 10 June.
