Student Agreement:  
I agree that I will:  

●​ Be responsible for and care for my device while it is at school, ensuring it is secure at all 
times.  

●​ Not take pictures or recordings of others or post their images on the internet without their 
and the teachers permission.  

●​ Only use the internet on the device when an adult is around to help and guide me. If I 
am unsure of what I am doing I will check with a grown up.  

●​ Protect my passwords and keep them completely secret.  
●​ Be responsible for any activity undertaken on my device. I will not lend my device to 
anyone to use on their own, however I may use it in a group project situation.  
●​ Take my device home each day and bring it back fully charged and ready to use.  
● ​ Not use my device during breaks.  
●​ Not be involved in any downloading while on school grounds unless it has been 

approved by both my teacher and my parents.  
●​ Only log into my school google account while I am at school. 
● ​ Accept the consequences set out by the school if I use my device in an inappropriate 

manner.  

Parents/Whanau Agreement:  
●​ I agree to my child being allowed to bring their device to school for use in the classroom. 
● ​ I will ensure that any content on my child’s device is appropriate, including apps/photos. 
●​ If the device becomes faulty, I will be responsible for getting it fixed.  
●​ I will support the school with correct setting up of my child’s device, e.g. family link app 

or google chrome requirements 
●    I will ensure that the device is covered under my own comprehensive household
