Building and Growing Together

Amidst the challenges, we celebrated significant growth and
achievement:

 Leadership and Strategy: At the start of the year, we
welcomed 12 new staff members and rolled out new
leadership teams across the Senior Leadership Team, E
Tipu E Rea, Te Whare Ako, Guidance and the Arts.
Furthermore, we worked together to draft a new three-
year strategic plan and welcomed a new Board of Trustees
in October.

» New Spaces for Our Community: The opening of our
new gym changing rooms and our incredible Te Urukahika
block were huge wins for us as a school, Ngati Toa iwi, and
our community. The energy that this space has brought
has been amazing. We are also progressing well with the
Stage 2 design and build of our new Administration block
and Marae area!

 Navigating Big Changes: This year, we successfully
introduced the healthy lunches programme (a logistical
mountain), continued to navigate significant new
curriculum changes, achieved a successful ERO review,
and managed through the ongoing PPTA and NZEI
industrial action. Your patience and support during these
complex challenges was invaluable. Nga mihi.

« Innovations in Learning: Crucially, we maintained a
tireless focus on literacy and numeracy development.
We've focused on the development of junior competencies
and establishing stronger cohesion with our senior
curriculum. This foundational work changes lives.

o Community Connection: Our successful Pasifika & E
Tipu E Rea whanau hui, our strategic plan wananga, and
other school events were highlights, fostering stronger
connections and shaping our future together.

o Celebrating Success: There are simply so many
successes to mention! From our students undertaking
national and international travel as ambassadors of Kareti
0 Mana, Porirua, and Aotearoa, to them being awarded
tens of thousands of dollars in scholarships for academic
and vocational pathway development, to being recipients
of community leadership awards, to competing at the
highest local and national levels in sport and culture.
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The huge whanau turn out at our inaugural Green and Gold
awards and the warm WA/toka feel at both the Senior and Junior
prizegivings this year truly celebrated the success of our
students and the heart of our school.

But one of the moments | hold closest to my
heart is founding the very first Asian Cultural Group and
Chess Club at Mana College.

The Chess Club became a space where students could come
together, play, and learn from mentors who shared their
strategies and passion for the game.

The Asian Cultural group was at first, just a small dream, a
few of us gathering to share food, stories, and laughter from
our cultures. But it became so much more. It became a
celebration of identity, a space where students could be
proud of who they are. We danced, we sang, we learned from
one another, and together we showed that diversity doesn’t
divide us, it brings us closer.

| joined halfway through Year 9 which meant my first day
was already an experience. I'll never forget it — walking into
Maths while Mr Clarkson was teaching, being introduced by
Mrs Knowles in front of everyone, and doing that awkward
little shuffle trying to find a seat while the whole class just
watched. Since that day, I've learned a lot - not just from
what's been taught in class, but from the people, the
challenges, and the opportunities along the way.

Te Urukahika
- —

Te Urukahika was the name of a river that flowed in this area. Remnants of this river can still be seen in the swamp land area in front of the
college. Te Urukahika is also the name of a fortified Pa that was inhabited by Ngati Toa Rangatira before moving to their present day Pa site
at Takapawahia.

The name “Uru” itself translates to “entranceway” and the name “Kahika” refers to: “A grove of Kahikatea, a gathering or group where
everyone supports one another like the root-system of a kahikatea grove.”

The carved hoe holds the Mauri for the building. The hoewas initiated by Ngati Toa Kaumataua; DrTaku Parai and carved by Nathan Rei.

Mana Tawhito

Mana Tawhito is a restoration piece. The original piece hung in the old library where Te Urukahika now stands. This piece is a
collaboration between carvers and weavers, incorporating Whakaird at the forefront and Tukutuku in the background.

The carving design is a variation of the Mana College logo. The kowhaiwhai carved on the forehead symbolises matauranga and
knowledge, and the design around the mouth symbolises korero, the sharing of knowledge. The Taratara-a-kae around the mouth

symbolises abundance.

The tukutuku design, kaokao, symbolises people and is a tribute to those people in particular, who worked hard to establish a Marae at
Mana. The green and yellow are the original school colours.

The Duke of Edinburgh’s Award is an international programme
with three levels—Bronze, Silver, and Gold—aimed at
challenging young people to grow through skills, service,
fitness, and adventure. Achieving the Gold level is a significant
milestone, requiring participants to complete five challenging
sections: Voluntary Service, Skills, Physical Recreation,
Adventurous Journey, and the Gold Residential Project.

It's been a busy and productive year within the Science
learning area at Mana, and we wanted to share some photos
of the amazing learning going on!

Our three Year 11 science classes went to Zealandia Wildlife
Sanctuary in Wellington. This term students are learning
about native and endemic species in Aotearoa and how our
ecological communities changed with the arrival of humans
and the other species they brought with them. Students were
led on guided walks and saw rare species such as Tuatara,
Tieke (Saddlebacks), Kaka and more. Since then, we've
investigated what pest species are found around the school
site, using tracking tunnels composed of ink pads and paper
with peanut butter as a bait. The students found many mice,
rat and hedgehog footprints! This week students have begun
their formal assessment about how we'should tackle the pest
problems in Aotearoa.

All Y10 Science students went to Titahi Bay Beach.

Students participated in rotations where they identified
species in the rockpools, created keys to classify shells, and
learned about the wastewater treatment plant that services
all of Porirua and enters the ocean next to the bay. Students
have taken their learnings back into the classroom to
consider how we can ensure our local environment is
carefully looked after!

Y12 Biology trip to the rocky shore in Pukerua Bay to look at
patterns and distributions of species along the intertidal

zone, and a Marine & Environmental Studies snorkelling trip
to the protected marine reserve in Owhiro Bay in Wellington.

INDUCTION CAMP

In February this year, the Services Academy attended the
Induction Course with the New Zealand Army at the
Trentham Military Base. The aim of the Induction course is
to teach students military ethos and values that promotes
personal development, teamwork and life-skills, designed
to enhance life-long learning and success.

Discipline, urgency, obedience, effort and resilience were
core lessons of the induction course, where students
learned these lessons through a range of methodologies
such as physical training, drill (marching), team dynamics,
and routine.

Being within a military environment, the NZ Army pushed
the Services Academy to their physical and mental limits,
where students discovered their potential and pushed
their individual boundaries. This boot camp style course
encourages students to develop self- independence, self-
management, coping and employability skills, all essential
values for succeeding in life.

BUSHCRAFT CAMP

In March the Services Academy conducted a five day
Bushcraft Camp with the NZ Army, engaging in a series of
survival tasks and challenges aimed at enhancing
teamwork, resilience and field craft. Students were
challenged to conduct this camp in an unfamiliar and
uncomfortable environment, to learn and apply
fundamental navigation skills, construct improvised
structures for real life scenario situations, and learn
survival skills while hiking 35km through tough terrain
over three days. The students were lucky to have Corporal
Riddick lead them through this camp and share essential
military knowledge for surviving in the bush.

BEARD TROPHY

The Beard Trophy is more than just a rugby game; it's the annual
clash for ultimate local supremacy! Each year, the First XVs of Mana
College, Porirua College, Aotea College, Bishop Viard College and
Tawa College face off in a thrilling round-robin tournament for the
right to hold the coveted trophy and claim undisputed bragging
rights in the Porirua basin.

Congratulations to Tawa College for taking home the title this year!
We look forward to the battle resuming next season.

The Beard Trophy was donated by the Beard family (Graham Beard
was a Board Member at Tawa College from 1961 to 1978) and has a
rich tradition in secondary school rughy across the Porirtia and
Tawa regions, symbolising local pride and fierce rivalry since its
inception.

« The inaugural match was played on 14 September 1968, with Tawa
College defeating Mana College 11-9.

+In 1969, Mana claimed the trophy with @ 24-12 win over Tawa and
retained itin 1970 and 1971.

In 1974, Porirua College joined the competition, immediately
making their mark by winning both the qualifying match and the
final against Mana. They continued their strong run, defeating Tawa
inthe 1975 final.

The late 1970s saw dominance shift:
« Porirua College controlled the trophy from 1974 to 1977.
- Mana College then took the reins from 1978 to 1980.

From 1981t0 1987, Mana and Porirua alternated as champions,
reflecting a period of balanced rivalry.

In 1987, Bishop Viard College became the fourth school to enter
the competition, reaching the final against Porirua in their debut
year.

A breakthrough came in 1988, when Tawa College ended a 16-
year drought, defeating Porirua 14-13 to reclaim the trophy.

Between 1989 and 1993, Bishop Viard College had a golden era,

making 14 successful defences and keeping the trophy firmly in
their cabinet.

The competition expanded again in 1992 with the inclusion of
Aotea College, the fifth and final school to join.

«In 1996, Tawa defeated Bishop Viard 9-3 to recapture the
trophy.

« Aotea College recorded its first-ever win in 1999, defending it
successfully again in 2000.

Modern Format and Recent History

Since 2010, the format has evolved. The Beard Trophy is now
defended annually, with the winner being the school that retains
the trophy in the final match of the season.

Their
teammate, Gia, had returned from her basketball competition to play.
Her presence lifted the entire team’s confidence, and all | needed to do
as coach was focus them on one simple message: one match, one
quarter, one play at a time. That mindset carried them through the
semi-final and into the last game of the competition.

When Gia had to leave again and despite their best efforts to
convince her parents otherwise, the girls didn’t let their spirits
drop. Instead, they regrouped, studied their opposition during
the break, and dedicated the final match to their teammates -
Gia and Nevaeh. That dedication gave them the inspiration
they needed to get across the winning line.

| saw their confidence rise, their purpose sharpen, and most
importantly, | saw them finally playing for each other. As
coaches, we strive to instil that sense of unity, butitisa
moment only the players themselves can truly reach. And they
did.

That, more than anything, is why | am so proud of this team.

Closing Reflection

We finish this campaign not only as champions, but as a proud
reflection of the values and intentions we set from the very
start.

Girls, hold your heads high - you are Champions. Not just
because of the trophy, but because of the way you carried
yourselves on and off the court.

That pride was shared by others too. In the final, you won the
support of players from other schools, clapping and cheering
as if we were playing at home in Porirua. They saw you as hard
but fair, talented, competitive, and respectful.

Just as | shared the story of the Silver Ferns being lifted by the
whole stadium at the 2019 Nethall World Cup Final in
Liverpool, you too were lifted — not just by your own efforts,
but by the respect you earned from others.
