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Summary
This was an online travel survey for Knights Stream School, to help establish key travel modes and travel issues for the school. Responses for the survey included 95 Parent/Caregiver/Whānau, 7 staff and 3 student responses.
The main barriers to more students not walking, cycling and scooting have been identified as children are dropped off to school on the way to work, the distance between home and school is too far, and they are worried about their child/ren’s road safety awareness.
Safety concerns such as cars traveling too fast, inconsiderate and dangerous driving, there being too many cars on the road and a lack of crossing places were of highest concerns to Parent/Caregiver/Whānau.
Introduction 

School Travel Plan Purpose
School Travel Planning is an internationally recognised process whereby a school, working in conjunction with its local city council, determines how it can promote safer and more sustainable travel options for its pupils.

School travel plans equip young road users with the skills to become safe and competent on the road.  If more children walk and cycle and appreciate the importance of the road rules then they are likely to have a better understanding of how they should behave around pedestrians and cyclists if they chose to drive later in life.  

Road to Zero 
The New Zealand Government has a long-term goal for road safety in New Zealand under its Road to Zero Strategy and has set out in its vision: “We all make mistakes from time to time. We need to stop simple mistakes turning into tragedies.” To support the vision, Road to Zero takes a Safe System approach to road safety. This approach means instead of focussing on a single safety intervention, such as improving driver behaviour, the safe system looks at all elements of road safety working together.
Document Purpose
The purpose of this document is to provide data and analysis of the current trends and concerns around school travel at Knights Stream School so that an effective school travel plan can be developed and implemented.

Methods

Data Collection and Consultation
In May 2021 students, parents and staff were asked to partake in an online travel survey.

The predominant transport mode to School for all year groups is travelling by car however is closely followed by biking. There is a steady use of bikes within the school across year levels. As children age a higher percentage of travel by active modes can be seen, this is typically due to parents being more comfortable with children travelling to school alone when they are older. Active modes are considered as walking, scooting, cycling, and bussing.
Kiss and Drop usage
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54% of respondents who usually travel to school via car utilise the kiss and go that the school runs.

Barriers to active mode choice
Why is being driven in the family car or carpooling your preferred means of travel for your child to get to school?
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The main reasons people preferred to drive their child/ren to school was due to dropping them on the way to work and the convenience of driving their child/ren. Reasons that followed were all ranked relatively low and similar to each other. 
Is it likely that your child would walk, cycle or scoot to school more often if...
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To lead on from the main reasons people preferred to drive their child to school they were then asked what would make them walk, cycle or scoot more often. The main factor that would encourage them to use active transport more often was if their child/ren were older. The next three main factors were if there was an adult supervising them, safer places to cross the road and if the distance between home and the traffic was slower. Approximately 74% of respondents had children in year four or below meaning they are unlikely to allow their child to travel independently so it is not surprising to see age as the main concern.
Interest in initiatives
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77% of respondents would feel more comfortable with their child/ren travelling to school independently if there were more crossing points. Lower traffic volumes/speeds would make 77% of respondents more comfortable to allow their child/ren travel to school independently. 82% of respondents indicated they would be more comfortable with their child/ren biking to school after completing a cycle safe course. Knights Stream School currently participates in the Councils Cycle safe skills training programme, which is available for year six students. Approximately 36% of respondents who felt this way had children in years 0/1-2 and then a further 36% of respondents had children in years 3-4. Although 53% people would use a walking school bus if it was available in their area only 29% of people would be willing to supervise it. 
Congestion issues outside the School
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Approximately 68% of respondents felt as though congestion is not an issue outside of Knights Stream School.

From the 32% who felt there was a congestion issue, too many vehicles trying to find a park was identified as the main issue. Parking on no parking lines and unsafe parking were also identified as issues in the area.

Locations and Safety Issues Identified 
Top locations:
· Whincops Road
· Whincops Road / Richmond Avenue Roundabout
· Halswell Junction Road
Whincops road is mentioned many times due the difficultly level it is to cross the road, the speed people travel down the road and inconsiderate/dangerous drivers. The roundabout on Whincops Road and Richmond Avenue was mentioned many times as it is hard and confusing to cross. Halswell Junction Road was mentioned due to the lack of footpaths and crossing refuges. 
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Cars traveling too fast is the main reason people feel that child/ren are not safe in these locations while travelling to or from school. The next three reasons that were also of concern were inconsiderate and dangerous driving, there being too many cars on the road and a lack of crossing places.

School Travel Planning - Next Steps
1. Establish membership of Knights Stream School Working Group and assign responsibilities to those contributing to the development of the school travel plan.

2. Knights Stream School Working Group meet to consider the data content of this report to inform their decision making and the further development of the school travel plan.

3. Actions to be decided upon by Working Group and an action plan developed. 

4. School Student Travel Policy developed.

5. A signed agreement between the school and the Christchurch City Council to implement the actions in the school travel plan
