Date: Saturday 25th May 2019 from 1pm [1 game] 
Sunday 26th May 2019 from 9.30am [2 games] 

 
Venue: Squash HQ, 8 Takaro Street, Sockburn 
 
Grades: The competition is for individuals and with a team place given for the top three players from one 

school who play in the same grade.   
 

Format: PAR (Point-A-Rally) Scoring, winning by a clear two-point margin.  Players are guaranteed two 
matches, three matches will be played in full draws.  

 

Entry: All entries are to be done online via EnterNOW system https://enternow.co.nz/enternow-app/ssc/ 
 Entries close on Wednesday 15 May at 1.00pm.  Students must be under the age of 19 years as 1 

January 2019 and fulfil the eligibility criteria for competition in secondary school sport as 
defined by the NZSSS Council.  Students in Years 7 & 8 are not eligible to participate.  

 
  Entries will be accepted from schools which are not partner schools of the Canterbury Secondary 

Schools Sports Director’s Office, but these entries will not be eligible to win trophies or other 
awards, or be recognised in the final rankings of this Canterbury Secondary Schools event.  
Appropriate certificates will however, acknowledge performances of merit by such entries. 

 
Ball:  Division 1 – Dunlop Single Yellow Dot 
  All other divisions – Prince blue Dot unless mutually agreed to change  
 
Points:  If both players are registered with Squash New Zealand grading points will be given or taken 

for games.  If only 1 player is registered with Squash New Zealand no point’s adjustment will 
be made.  

 
Attire / Uniform: 

 It is a requirement that all team members wear the appropriate regulation uniform / colours of 
their school during these championships. 

  Protective eye wear must be worn properly by all players. 
  No protective eye wear means no play. 
  Non-marking court shoes must be worn. 
 
 
Entry Fee: $15.00 (inc. GST) player will be charged to the school account.
